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Belgium EU Pavilion in Shanghai equipped by Extremis

From the first of May until the 31st of October Shanghai expects over 70 million people visiting over 200 participating pavilions, a record in over 150 years of World Expo history.
The World Expo this year’s theme is “Better City, Better Life”: a plead for a better existence in our future cities trough a good considered city-building-policy and a sustainable development. The Belgian project is this year’s host for Europe.
Belgium has the theme “Better City, Better Life” translated into a pavilion that is characterized on the exterior by pure lines in recyclable materials. “Better City, Better Life” stands for sustainability. The building can be dismantled and rebuilt very easily, which allows it to be used for other purposes after the World Expo. The area of the pavilion was deliberately not fully built , but a third was reserved for green area. This green area is completely equipped with furniture from the Belgian designbrand Extremis
Extremis
Extremis is indispensable in the Belgium Pavilion as a very sustainable entrepreneur and a pioneer in ecological design. The 3 core-values of Extremis: functionality, innovation and togetherness are fully associated with the story of the Belgian Pavilion in Shanghai. Their most important pet subject is sustainability, making the story complete. At Extremis they choose for a timeless design that gets a fixed place in everyday’s life. They only work with materials that contain a long life period and they remember the ecological and social factors during the product-developing-process. The proof of this sustainable approach is the Design Management Award (in the category sustainability) they won in 2008.
The products presented in the pavilion are a.o. the innovating high-table Abachus, the design classic Gargantua with its compatible umbrella InUmbra and the design icon in their collection PicNik. These products are genius examples of the story behind Extremis. The company wants to bring people together with their products, that’s why they call them “tools for togetherness”.

Tools for togetherness by Dirk Wynants
Dirk Wynants doesn’t make things that already exist. He wants to make things based th epicurean character which is so typical for Belgium. For Belgian people it’s important to enjoy their free time, certainly when they can spend it outdoors.
His style of designing makes the time together as comfortable as possible. The catch-phrase “tools for togetherness” translates the philosophy in his collection.
